Hon'ble Vice-Chancellor deliberated on the issue of conducting
Theory and Practical examinations as follows :-

Faculty of Medicine:

Discussions were held regarding conduct of Medical (UG)
examinations in detail considering the number of candidates who
appear afresh in the odd batch, repeaters and those candidates
who are eligible in December 2019 but have not taken the
examination.

After the detailed deliberations it was decided to conduct MBBS
(UG) examinations from September 15% for all the students who
are due for this August examination with the academic fulfilment
with the certification by respective college principal.

WM
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Dean of facuity Dental informed about discussion done with
BOS Chairman and other members regarding examinations and
decided to conduct final year Dental UG examinations from
September 15% 2020 on the same lines with the Medical and for
1t, 2nd and 34 BDS students who were appearing for August-2020
examinations attending next academic year classes shall have to
pass the examinations as and when conducted.

Facuity of Nursing:

It was recommended to conduct supplementary examination of
Nursing from 2" September 2020 onwards for all B.Sc Nursing
(1%, 2nd, 314 and 4% year), Post Basic B.Sc Nursing (15t& 2" year)
and M.Sc Nursing (1t & 2™ year).

The Annual Examination of only final year students will be
conducted from 20% October 2020 onwards.

Faculty of Pharmacy:

Members unanimously accepted to consider the promotion of
students to higher class as per the recommendations of PCI.

In case of extreme situation of COVID-19 that restrict university
from conducting exams for all students, the members proposed
that the University to conduct exams only for Final Year students in
order to help them in their career advancement.

Earlier it was recommended to conduct exams tentatively from 14t
July 20. However, it was decided to revise the exam schedule
keeping in mind the PCI advisory and COVID-19 situation for
Pharm-D students.

With regard to conducting only final year exams, in case of extreme
situation, members proposed that if university deemed it fit to
conduct only final year exams, members have no objection and
university may take suitable and necessary decision based on
COVID-19 situation.

Faculty of AYUS:
1. Dean of facuity of AYUS briefed that, all the Principal’s

agreed to follow the state, Central and local administrative
Guidelines regarding COVID-19 pandemic, whenever the
Examinations are conducted by the University.

2. It was decided to conduct pending practical examination for
1st 2nd & 31 year, and RS3 repeater students in the month of

September., -
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3. It was decided to conduct the regular examination for the
Final Year Post Graduate courses, in the last week of
October 2020. For First year PG Examination, decision may
be taken after reviewing the prevailing situation.

4. It was decided to conduct the regular examinations of 1st
2"& 31 year after two and half months, from the date of
reopening of Colleges.

5. It was decided that as the syllabus for the ist 2nd and 3rd
year have been completed by conducting online classes.
Hence students should be allowed to join for higher classes
from 16/08/2020. For which the Principal’s must submit an
undertaking that the theory part of syllabus is completed.
However, the students must appear for University
examination whenever conducted. Then the Eligible
Candidates will be promoted to higher classes.

Faculty of Homoeopathy:

As M.D.Homoeopathy examinations have been scheduled from 28th
July 2020 onwards in all Homoeopathic Medical colleges of
Karnataka running PG courses, the issue of conducting the pattern
of examinations were taken up on priority & decided to follow the
guidelines issued by the apex bodies meticulously.

Faculty of Bio Medical & Allied Health Sciences:

There was a unanimous opinion that in the prevailing conditions
except for the final year examinations all other students should be
permitted to attend next higher classes, as it would be difficult to
handle so many students coming back to college for writing the
examinations in view of the pandemic.
